Rus’ and Byzantine Contacts of Scandinavia in 11t"—14t* Centuries

This paper deals with finds of Byzantine origin discovered on the territory of Northern Europe. The author challenges
the idea that they should be viewed as evidence for Scandinavian contacts with Rus’ (especially the area of Novgorod),
rather than Byzantium. The paper discusses the mediating role of Rus’ in the transmission of objects of Byzantine origin in
Scandinavia. The presence and trade activity of the Novgorodians in Baltic and especially on Gotland is attested by written
and archaeological evidence. However, their real impact on trade in Sigtuna was rather moderate. The distribution of
Byzantine imports and objects originated from Southern Rus' in Sigtuna and Novgorod shows clear chronological differences
and indicates alternative ways of their penetration to Sigtuna. Judging from the written sources the Scandinavians visited
Byzantium as pilgrims and mercenaries in 11" and 12* century. Their visits were reflected in the distribution of Byzantine
objects as well as the appearance of copies and imitations in local material culture. These items must be seen as evidence
of syncretistic Christianity spread among the local population.

Contactele Scandinaviei cu Rusia Kieveana si Bizantul in secolele XI—XIV

in prezentul articol sunt analizate descoperirile de origine bizantind de pe teritoriul Europei de Nord. Autorul reexamineaza
o opinie binecunoscutd, conform cdreia aceste descoperiri trebuie sa fie privite drept argumente n favoarea contactelor
scandinave cu Rusia Kieveand (inainte de toate, Novgorodul) si nu cu Bizantul. Astfel, este discutat rolul intermediar al
Rusiei Tn rdspandirea influentei bizantine in Scandinavia. Prezenta si activitatea comerciald a unor oameni din Novgorod
n zona Baltica si, indeosebi, in Gotland, sunt atestate prin izvoare scrise si arheologice. insa, ponderea reald a influentei
lor comerciale Tn Sigtuna pare a fi destul de moderatd. Cronologia circulatiei obiectelor bizantine si a importurilor din Rusia
de sud n straturile de cultura ale Sitgunei si Novgorodului nu coincid, indicand existenta unor cdi alternative de patrundere
a acestor piese in Sitguna. Judecand dupa datele izvoarelor scrise, scandinavii vizitau Bizantul n calitate de pelerini si
mercenari Tn sec. XI—XII. Aceste vizite s-au reflectat prin raspandirea in mediul scandinav local a unor obiecte originale, de
provenientd bizantind, precum si a imitatiilor acestora. Descoperirile respective trebuie sa fie abordate drept marturii ale
rdspandirii unui crestinism sincretic Tn mediul local.
