The devastation of towns and villages during the Mongol invasion and the rise of the Caspian Sea water level
resulted in population redistribution: the outflow of the estuary area inhabitants to its northern regions adjacent to the
first capital of the Golden Horde. The period was marked by caravan trade development, which resulted in the rise of the
Moshaik settlement that was located by the Volga estuary crossing.
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
